As you plan the school calendar for 2010 – 2011, please keep track of the following times and locations for the College Board standardized testing which I oversee or assist with here – PSAT, SAT and AP.  In addition, I’ve identified the students who typically take the tests.

Note that this memo does not provide information about the testing calendar for ERB, ISEE, SSAT and TOEFL testing in 2010-2011.  Contact Diane Butler and Meg Phillips for ERB information, SSES Admissions for ISEE information, and Adriana Redmond and Ling Allen for TOEFL information. This schedule is based on the latest electronic information I have from the College Board.  It is subject to change.  Confirm these dates at www.collegeboard.com before finalizing your 2010-2011 calendar planning.
PSAT

In 2010-2011 the PSAT will be given on Wednesday, October 13th, 2010 from 8 until about 11:15 am or on Saturday, October 16th, 2010 from 8 until about 11:15 am.  SSES may administer the test on only one of those two test dates.  The testing will be given at the Dining Hall, the Middle School Gym and Clayton Gym.  All sophomores and juniors take this test.  Kim Garey is the PSAT Coordinator and she has decided to use the Wednesday, October 13th testing date.  Contact her as well for more information.

SAT

In 2010-2011 the SAT will tentatively be given on Saturday, 7:45 am – 1:15 pm, for the following dates:

October 9th, 2010
November 6th, 2010
December 4th, 2010
January 22nd, 2011
March, 12th, 2011
May 7th, 2011
June 4th, 2011
Note that for the italicized dates the SAT will be given, but not at SSES.

Also note that SSES may be required to give the SAT on the Sunday after each of the above test dates.  This testing will be given to only a small number of students.  Sunday testing will be announced about two weeks beforehand.

The SAT will be given at the Clayton Gym, at classrooms throughout Brewster, and sometimes at the first floor of the Becker Library building.
Invited middle-school students typically take the SAT in December and January.  Juniors typically take the SAT in January, March, May and June.  Seniors typically take the SAT in October, November, December and sometimes January.

Advanced Placement Testing

AP testing dates for May, 2011 will be Monday through Friday, May 2nd through 6th and 9th through 13th.  The AP Program will confirm these days soon.
AP testing will be given mostly at the Middle School Gym, but sometimes at the Multi-Purpose Classroom in the Temple Upper School Academic Center, at the Brewster Conference Room and at the Upper School Computer Labs (language included) at the basement of Becker.  Contact Dan Laws for a schedule of AP testing times in the Upper School Computer Labs.

AP testing is typically taken by juniors and seniors and sometimes by sophomores.  Students need to be at a college-level of study in a particular subject(s) in order to be ready for AP testing.
