Grading Procedure

Grades will be calculated according to a point system.
Each homework and daily grade will be worth roughly 5 points.
Quizzes will generally be 20-40 points.
Review packets are 25 points.  
Tests and projects are generally 100 points.

1. Exams – Once your grade going into an exam has been determined, the fall exam will count 20% and the spring exam will count as 25% of your grade.

2. Homework Policy – Homework will be assigned in this class 4-5 times a week.  Homework may consist of practice from the textbook, but will often take the form of questions that will ask you to elaborate and extend what you already know.  Work will be checked for completeness as well as accuracy.  Sets of homework will be submitted at the beginning of class on test days.
LATE WORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED!

Review Packets –  Small sets of interesting problems are assigned every B day to be turned in the following B day.  These problems are meant to review what you should already know, expand your understanding and give ample time to explore and test your ideas.  All work should be your own - the only people whom you may consult are Mr. O and Mr. O.  And you are encouraged to do so.

Academic Honesty

Test Make-up Policy
