Hi all,

[bookmark: _GoBack]Similar to last night, I would like for you to think, research, discuss with whomever how you would invest money. Again, this should take you 10-45 minutes.  We will continue this conversation tomorrow.  

Assume that you have $30,000 that you plan to save/invest.  You don't need this money for anything urgent like rent, tuition or anything else major, but you would like to invest it in whatever would allow it to grow the most with while taking on whatever level of risk that you feel comfortable with.

I want you diversify your investment into three different $10,000 positions, but you can invest those however you see fit.  You can choose to invest in real estate, or buy stocks, or in a bank or in cash under your mattress or in pokemon cards etc.  

The most important part of this is not simply to state something like "I'll buy a classic $10,000 car" or "I'll buy stock in google," but to explain why you are choosing to make that investment and acknowledge where you got the advice for that particular investment and why you think it will be a better or safer investment than other options.
